What can students expect to learn?  

Drawing in Depth involves classic instruction in pencil, pen & ink, Egyptian reed pens, charcoal, colored pencil, conte crayons, markers, watercolors, and linoleum cutting/stamping among other things. We cover portraits, caricatures, animal art, cartooning, typographical illustrations, still lifes, optical illusion art, composition, simple perspective, foreshortening, blending, and creating a distinctly personal style. Non-competitive environment, but students are urged to strive for excellence. All assignments begin in class and are expected to be finished at home then sent as an email photo attachment to Ms. Dill.  Some projects may be extended over two class periods. No tests/no holiday assignments.
What skills will the students acquire?

Students will strengthen their drawing and observation skills, finishing techniques, basic composition, basic perspective, contrast, highlights, and shadows for more 3-dimentional looking drawings, caricatures, product design, story illustrations, and more.

Credits & Portfolio Evaluations: 

1 credit for the year. Please let me know at the beginning of the year if you want a portfolio evaluation and/or numeric grade, based on project creativity, classroom work ethic, timely homework, and workmanship. 40% Class participation, work ethic, & behavior. 60% creative interpretation of assignment and quality of work. I am more concerned with product rather than always meeting the deadline, but those who habitually turn in late work will receive a lower grade.

Parent’s Role & Homework If you want a portfolio evaluation or grade, please tell me at the beginning of the year and remind your teen to take a low resolution digital photo of each finished project. Then send it to me as an email attachment each week as well as storing it in a home portfolio (which can be as simple as a plastic bag). I send out weekly homework reminders by email and post them on the CHESS website as well. If your teen gives away a project, first take a photo of it and email the attachment to Ms. Dill, then place a print of it in the home portfolio.
