Prospectus for English 10
2012-2013
Prerequisite: Students should have successfully completed a comprehensive English 9 curriculum.

Objectives

English 10 is designed to prepare the high school student for college or career. The curriculum selection is designed to promote higher scores on the SAT, college entrance exam. Four areas will be covered in this course: grammar, vocabulary building, writing, and reading/comprehension. Three five paragraph essays will be assigned during the course time. Book reviews will be written. Biographical research will be conducted.

We will allow plenty of room for creativity.

Homework

Every student will be expected to complete homework assignments on time. Homework will be given each week. Four to five hours will be needed during the week at home to thoroughly attend to assignments. Late assignments will be accepted one week after the due date and will be docked a letter grade. No assignment will be accepted more than one week after it is due. Students will bring to class a homework assignment sheet. EACH WEEK, a parent should sign the homework assignment sheet.  It will be up to the parent to evaluate homework that is more than one week late. Administrative Notice procedures will be followed.

Each student is required to purchase a vocabulary and grammar book on the first day of class from the teacher. Novels and additional reading materials are to be purchased by the student or borrowed from the library.
