Prospectus for English 11

Prerequisite: Students must have successfully completed English 10 with a grade “C” or above.

Objectives
The English 11 curriculum will be divided into four areas of study.
We will complete a grammar curriculum, a vocabulary curriculum, three to five novels, and three to five short essays. Spontaneous and creative assignments will be incorporated throughout the course time.
Homework

Each student should be able to complete all homework assignments on time. Late assignments will be docked a grade and accepted one week late. After one week, the assignment will be given a zero. Parents will then be responsible for evaluating any assignments completed after the late time frame. Every student will be given a homework assignment sheet to be brought to EVERY class. A parent signature is required on the homework assignment sheet EACH WEEK. This is to assure the instructor that parents are fully aware of all assignments given in class. If the homework assignment sheet is not brought to class signed, the instructor will contact a parent that day. If the sheet is not signed a second time, Administrative Notice procedures will be followed with administrative assistance.

Each student will need to purchase a grammar book from the instructor the first day of class. These are ordered and delivered in bulk. The approximate cost is $9.00. Parents should order the Wordskills book on line. Novels should be purchased or borrowed form the library.
