Prospectus for English 7  2012-2013
Prerequisite: Students enrolling in English 7 must have completed a comprehensive English 6 curriculum with a grade of C or better.

Objectives

The English 7 course will introduce students to Middle School curriculum and a High School environment by offering the class at CHESS. We will review and build upon writing skills to include sentence and paragraph structure. Spelling, vocabulary building, reading and reading comprehension will be covered during the course. Each student will have a spelling book, a language arts book, and a vocabulary book to work in each week. We will also read three novels during the year. We will complete several writing assignments to include creative writing.
Homework

Each student will be assigned homework each week. It is to be completed on time. Assignments will be accepted one week late and will receive one grade letter lower when late. Parents will assume responsibility for grading papers completed and turned in later than one week.

Student Responsibilities
Students are to arrive on time for each class meeting with all necessary books, homework assignments, notebook paper, and two pencils with working erasers. Students will also be required to bring in their Homework Assignment Sheet which will be given to each student on the first day of class. This paper is to be brought to class EVERY WEEK.

Parent Responsibilities
Parents are to check all homework assignments on line each week as well as on the Homework Assignment Sheet that each student will be given. A parent MUST sign the Homework Assignment Sheet each week. If a student or parent has a question concerning homework, a parent or student must contact the instructor within 48 hours of the class meeting time.
Parents will be asked to proctor and sign take home tests and quizzes.

All procedures outlined by the CHESS guidelines for late arrivals, late assignments, unexcused absences will be followed in this class.
